indigenous languages.

While declaring the conference open, the Vice
Chancellor, Professor Muhammad Yahuza Bello,
described reading as the fundamental foundation of

He said that “no nation could achieve meaningful
development without embracing the collective habit of
constant reference to books and other sources of
knowledge through continuous reading by its citizens”.

Professor Bello commended Florida State University for
its support and particularly Professor Jeffery Milligan,
the Director of the Learning Systems Institute, for the
collaboration to establish the reading centre in Bayero
University, Kano.

In her keynote paper, Dr. Nicole Patton Terry from the
Florida Centre for Reading and Research, Florida State

mattered for reading and variations within the African
American population.

Dr. Terry observed that educational challenges in schools
arose from challenges inside and outside of schools.
