The Vice President was speaking on Monday, 8" February,
2022 in Bayero University, Kano at the 53" Nigerian
Association of Law Teachers' Annual Conference with the
theme: Law, Democracy and Electoral Process.

Professor Osinbajo reiterated that the whole idea of
democracy is that people determine who their leaders are
and the electoral law must bow to the will of people and
that the appropriate interpretation must favour them.

He stated that the social justice refers to the economic and
social right of the people to include the right to shelter,
employment, education, reasonable minimum living
wage, care for elderly, employment benefit and welfare of
physically challenged.

The Vice President, who was the Special Guest of Honour,
said it was the federal government's commitment to
improve the electoral process, noting that the bill is about
to be passed into law. He added that it has been a robust
engagement between government and civil society groups,
expressing the hope that it would be the one with the
broader consensus of all the stakeholders.

Professor Osinbajo called on the INEC to improve its
capacity by deploying the appropriate technology to
conduct free, fair and credible elections in 2023.

HausaNLP Research Group BUK Releases Large, Annotated

Datasets for Research in Major Nigerian Languages

Hausa Natural Language Processing (Hausa NLP) research group was founded by academics in the Faculty of
Computing, BUK. The main goal is to promote Natural Language Processing (NLP) and computational linguistic
research in Hausa language. The research group has recently secured a competitive international research grant, the
Lacuna Fund, which is supported by Google, the Rockefeller Foundation, and Canada's International Development
Research Centre.

The group has just released the first large-scale and open-source human-annotated Twitter dataset for the four most
widely spoken Nigerian languages (Hausa, Yoruba, Igbo, and Nigerian-pidgin). The dataset will be useful for social
media research in social science and computer science, such as identifying sentiment and opinion mining in Tweets, hate
speech detection, detection of online abuse or harassment, fake news detection, and combating misinformation. Details

The Hausa NLP group has many collaborators, including international collaborators from Google, Masakani, and
Microsoft.
