Dantata Laments Nigeria's Growing Insecurity
..Urges Support, Prayers to Leaders

Elder statesman, Alhaji Dr. Aminu Alhassan Dantata has
decried the growing insecurity in the country and the
lack of respect for leaders by the governed, saying these
twin evils were some of the major obstacles in the way of
the country's development.

Speaking during the launching of a book Tabswiratul
Hukkam on Saturday, 15" January, 2022 at
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Convocation Arena, Alhaji Dantata noted that no
country can grow and prosper without having a sincere
leadership and patriotic followers.

According to him, Nigeria had all it takes to prosper in
terms of human, financial and mineral resources, but
regrettably, the leaders of nowadays are not keen in
harnessing these resources.
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He revealed that the country was deliberately being
sabotaged by the western super powers through the tacit
connivance of some few disgruntled elements that are
now in the corridor of power.

The elder statesman equally noted that, leadership of the
country is being saddled in the hands of mediocre and
sycophants who in all standards are not qualified to lead
the country.

“Leadership is being bestowed on competent, honest,
sincere and men of proven integrity, but sadly, in Nigeria
it was the other way round. We are being led by
incompetent and insincere leaders atall levels. While the
governed too, had their problem of cursing the bad
leaders we have,” said Alhaji Dantata.

The octogenarian, who shed tears, took time to recall
with nostalgia how the founding fathers of the country
led the foundation of economic growth and buoyancy,
but was destroyed by few non patriotic persons.

The book, which was on Islamic jurisprudence was
translated from Arabic to Hausa and published by Alhaji
Dantata for free distribution.

In his speech, the Vice Chancellor, Professor Sagir
Adamu Abbas, expressed the readiness of the University
to partner with groups and individuals, as well as

corporate organizations in the promotion of knowledge.

Also speaking, the Governor of Kano State, Dr.
Abdullahi Umar Ganduje, commended the
Management of Bayero University for what he
termed as exceptional commitment to the promotion
of knowledge, culture and tradition, describing the
University as a leading citadel of learning in this
part of the country.

The Sultan of Sokoto, Alhaji Muhammad Sa'ad
Abubakar Il and the Emir of Kano, Alhaji Aminu Ado
Bayero showered encomiums on Dantata for his
benevolence and altruistic gesture which they said
were worthy of emulation.

In furtherance of its town and gown relationship, the
Kano State Ministry for Local Government has donated
three state-of-the-art solar powered boreholes to the
University.

The project, which was executed under the framework
of three local governments of Ungogo, Gwale and
Tarauni, was handed over to the University by the
Honourable Commissioner for Local Government, Hon.
Murtala Sule Garo, who was represented by the
Director, local government supervision, Alh. Salisu
Dan'azumi Tahir at a ceremony on Friday, 21" January,
2022.

Alh.Tahir explained further that the construction of the
solar powered boreholes was a consolidated project
carried out by three local governments where the three
campuses of the University were situated. He said the
boreholes which were located at the New Campus, Old
Campus and Aminu Kano Teaching Hospital were
meant to enhance water supply and make the university
environment more conducive for teaching and learning.

While commissioning the borehole at New Campus, the
Vice Chancellor, Professor Sagir Adamu Abbas thanked
the Ministry for Local Government, the chairmen of
Ungogo, Gwale and Tarauni local governments for the
project. He particularly thanked the Head of Department
of Library and Information Science, Dr. Kabiru Dahiru
Abbas, who championed the collaboration with the
Kano State Ministry for Local Government.

Prof. Abbas said the donation of the boreholes would go
a long way to assist the University in the supply of
portable water in the campus.

The Vice Chancellor explained that the University has
collaborations that are aimed at fostering better relations
with the host communities while assuring that the
University would make good use of the facility.
